PET NEWS—Watch out for Ticks 

What should you look out for?  

The paralysis ticks are usually light blue to grey in colour, rang-
ing from 2mm-10mm. Even the smallest ticks can cause paraly-
sis. When they are removed, they usually leave a crater in the 
animals’ skin that can last for several weeks. Once you located 
the tick remove it with tick twisters or gently with tweezers. If 
the head is left in, don't be alarmed, the tick will die and inject 
no more poison, this is a common old wives tale. Most ticks are 
found around the head and neck of an animal, though they can 
end up anywhere. 

 

What are the Common Symptoms? 

The paralysis tick injects a toxin into your pet 
as it feeds. Both dogs and cats can show the 
following symptoms:  

A change in their meow or bark 

 Weakness in the back legs and wobbliness when walking 

 Vomiting 

 Excessive salivation 
 Panting, a moist cough and gagging 
If you see any of these symptoms or if you find a tick on your 
pet – please contact your vet immediately as these signs pro-
gressively get worse if not treated and will most likely end in 
death.
