THPS Ride-a-thon

Last Friday 13 March, as part of our National Ride2School Day,
the SRC held a Ride-a-Thon to raise money for the Children’s
Cancer institute Australia (CCIA). The CCIA raises money to
support medical research for Children Specific Cancers. It is
the only Institute in Australia that does this.

Our Principal, Mrs McAllum is participating in the CCIA 500
kilometre charity ride which will take place riding out of
Kingaroy, Queensland on Monday 13 April. The ride will take 5
days. Mrs McAllum will ride 100km per day.

On the Ride2School Day Mrs McAllum rode around a course in
our playground and the students with bikes/scooters at school
had the opportunity to do some laps with her. The aim was to
keep riding continuously for the WHOLE middle session. That
was from 11:30am- 12:45pm!!

Those students who participated in the Ride-a-Thon gained
sponsorship from their family and friends, just like Mrs McAl-
lum who has sponsors donating money for her big ride in
April. Mrs McAllum’s goal is to raise over $1000 and your
sponsorship has helped. So far with half the sponsorship mon-
ey returned to the office THPS has raised $971. After the ride
the SRC held a sausage sizzle at lunchtime and we raised $127.
There was a prize for the student who collected the most
sponsorship money and that student was Violet. We would
like to acknowledge those students who raised over $100 in
sponsorship - Isaac, Zane, Violet and Koral-Lee. Thank you to
all of those students who participated and raised money for
the Children’s Cancer Institute Australia through Mrs McAl-
lum’s ride.

JUST DO YOUR HOMEWORK!

Sound familiar?

Rather than homework be a headache for your child and for
you, here are some tips to help minimise the hassles and for you
to stay sane during the process!

1. Establish homework time and stick to it each day. If chil-
dren tell you that they don’t have any formal homework
then they can read, revise or organise their work. My
feedback tells me that sticking to a routine despite the
fact that no formal homework is set is extremely useful
and helps avoid battles.

2. Put the onus back on your children to take responsibility
for their work. Ask children at the start of a homework
session to state how much homework they will do. At the
end of the session check it to see if it matches with their
intentions as well as yours. You need to make sure it is
not you but your children who is responsible for home-
work!

3. Homework is as much a time management issue as any-
thing else. Encourage students to work reasonably quick-
ly and efficiently. Have a set time limit, which they should
stick to. There is generally little point slogging away once
they become frustrated or tired. A little work each night
is more productive than packing it into one weekly
session.
